Unsolved – How you can play an active role in solving your case. 
Here are some things you can do:
· Get involved in a Homicide support organization in your area. Other survivors will probably be more than willing to help. You will also get much support and help from them. Strength comes with numbers. 
· Ask the detective on your case to ask 88-CRIME or your local Crime Stoppers Program to get involved. There are few times when increased publicity is not recommended. The detective may ask that you refrain from saying certain things or showing certain specific places or they may also ask that specific places or things be focused on.

· Contact 88-Crime/Crime Stoppers anonymous tip program and ask them to do a reenactment of the crime, offer a reward and publicize the case. Anytime you have information about someone wanted by the police or a crime that has been committed, all you need to do is call 88-CRIME (882-7463).

· Offer additional reward money and publicize the reward funds. Make a personal appeal to the public to come forward with any information that may help solve the case and bring justice to the victim. If you have also established a reward, then your funds could possibly be added to 88-Crime/Crime Stoppers to make the total reward even larger. 
· Make flyers with your loved one’s picture and brief circumstances of the crime. 88-Crime may be able to help with this. Add reward information and the 88-Crime phone #. Get volunteers lined up. Get as many people (family & friends) to distribute the flyers throughout the community. Ask people to post flyers where they live, work, shop, etc.
· Hold a news conference. Contact all media and tell them your group is meeting at a specific location to pick up the flyers and to begin to distribute/post them. Tell them family members & friends will be available for interviews. Talk to the media about how important it is to solve this case, bring the perpetrator to justice and make our streets safer. Talk about the reward. Plead with people to call with information ... their loved one could be next. Let the media follow along to film some of the volunteers posting flyers. 

· Create a web page about your loved one & the unsolved case. Send out e-mails to ask others to link to their web sites. Ask the media & other agencies with web sites to put a link on their web site to your web page.
· Use every opportunity to keep the case and reward in the news.  The media will help; you just have to keep contacting them. But know that they do not just give free advertisement; they must have a "Story". And the TV media must have someone or something to film, so someone must be willing to be interviewed and/or go on camera. 

· If a similar murder happens, contact the media and tell them you have something to say. Often when a crime first happens, new survivors are too devastated to talk to the media, so the media will talk to another family that has a similar case or circumstances that is ready. Use this opportunity to relate your unsolved case, while helping others.
· Now and periodically hold fundraisers to increase the reward. Car Washes are good. It is not so important how much money is raised, but how much awareness. Contact the media so they will come cover the car wash. Use the opportunity to again talk about the case, reward & need for information.

· The Carole Sund Carrington Foundation may help by offering up to $5000. in additional reward funds and publicizing the case on their web site. 
· Never give up. You may need to take a break from actively pursuing justice, but never give up hope. New DNA & computer technology and cold case units are solving many unsolved cases.
